The Community health volunteers, the Community strategist, the sub county school health promotion
officers and the WASH focal persons identified the target 50 ECD/Day care centres for project
intervention in the respective sub counties. Each of the Community Health Volunteer was linked to
specific ECD/Day care centres to carryout hygiene. Vulnerable households were identified from
the Urban Led total sanitation triggered villages to create impact for hygiene and sanitation

improvements.

8.0 Provision and distribution of aqua tabs to target ECD/ Day care Centres
The purpose for provision of aqua tabs is facilitate access of safe water to the ECD/Day care
children. The distribution of the aqua tabs is done by the Community health volunteers who carry
out hygiene and sanitation prior to provision of the aqua tabs. Also the Community health
volunteers carry out demonstration of the water treatment process to ensure appropriate dosages
are carried out by respective ECD/Day care Centres. The following is the provision and distribution

The increase of ECD/Day care receiving aqua tabs is due to provision of aqua tabs to day care
centres within the target area.
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9.0 Provision and distribution of aqua tabs to Vulnerable households
The provision of aqua tabs was done mostly in the triggered villages to enhance access to safe
water and reduce cases of diarrhoeal diseases. Community health volunteers carried out hygiene
and sanitation promotion prior to provision of aqua tabs and also demonstrated to households on
appropriate dosage to ensure that households are able to carry out water treatment on their own.
Households are encouraged to use alternative safe water treatment options if aqua tabs are not

available.

Demand for Aqua tabs for households has been high due to outbreak of diarrhoeal diseases in
some of the villages in the informal settlements and hygiene and sanitation promotion by the
community health volunteers.

10.0 Provision and distribution of hand washing equipment to target ECD/

Day care Centres

The project procured 300no. hand washing equipment and distributed to target ECD/Day care
centre to enhance effective hand washing at the ECD/Day care centres and facilitate positive
hygiene behaviour adaptation. The outcome has witnessed improved handwashing practices at the
various ECD/Day care centres and replication of the same practices at household level. Through
formation of school clubs handwashing champions at ECD /Day care centre have promoting
effective handwashing in schools and the villages. Some ECD/Day care centre have bought more
handwashing equipment to enhance effective handwashing in their own ECD/Day centres as sign
of replication and appreciation of the Hygiene and sanitation practices for changes realized in the
respective ECD/Day care centres. The following table provides the distribution of the handwashing
equipment per sub counties.

11.0 Urban Community Led Total Sanitation process
To improve sanitation coverage Urban total sanitation process has been carried out in targeted

villages in the project area. The activity was carried in liaison with sub county public health officer

with WASH Focal persons coordinating the activity. The process has improved sanitation status in
some villages by creating demand for improved sanitation. Land lords have liaised with Nairobi
County Government to improve sewerage connections and also involved fresh life to provide
sanitation facilities due to inadequate space in some of the villages. The following table provides
an update of the villages covered and the progress attained.

The exercise has been carried out well in all the sub counties but there is problem in some of the areas
i.e. in Starehe sub county, Waste and garbage disposal vehicles ferry waste and garbage from
Eastleigh to dump them in various parts of Mathare slums especially areas bordering Eastleigh estate.
The dumping of garbage along the roads has been sore sight in the community for long time and
authorities need to penalize those involved.
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13.0 Branding of ECD/Day care centres with hygiene messages & murals

As part of hygiene and sanitation promotion the project planned to enhance better understanding of
hygiene improvements through branding of ECD/Day care centres with hygiene and sanitation
messages. As per the work plans 10no. ECD Centres were identified per sub county. Therefore, 30no.
ECD Centres were branded with hygiene message-based on effective hand washing steps. The
following are the schools that were branded with hygiene messages. Branding was done during
Jan.2019 to march 2019 period. The messages for branding was approved by USAID Afya Jijini
Communication staff prior to branding.

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14.0 Development and production of IEC Materials for distribution to
ECD/Day care centres and community members

The project in liaison with WASH Focal persons and development artist developed IEC Materials for
use at the ECD/Day care centres and also by the Community health volunteers’, Project staff, Project
partners and other stakeholders to promote key messages for hygiene and sanitation promotion. The
messages focused on effective handwashing at critical times and use of latrines. The following are the
type of materials developed.

The materials were presented to Community health volunteers to use during households visits and also
provide to the ECD/Day care centres. However, some of the materials were distributed during the
provision of the hand washing equipment to ECD/Day care centres for each sub county.

15.0 School Health reward schemes

The project liaised with sub county school health promotion officers to initiate reward scheme for best
performing pupils in hygiene and sanitation promotion and best schools practicing health promotion.
The schools had been identified in per sub county and list prepared but due to inadequate funding for
these activities the scheme was shelved. In Makadara sub county, the School health promotion officer
requested for some school competitions to be done to ascertain the best ECD/Day care centre but
funding for the process has been inadequate. The amount budgeted for cannot sustain effectively those
activities. It is only in Starehe sub county whereby the lists have been prepared for provision of
certificates for the best performing schools and pupils that will be done in due course.

16.0 Monthly review meetings for Community Health Volunteers

The purpose of these meetings is to review activities done by each of the Community health volunteers
contracted by the project. The meetings have been going on since October ,2019. The forums have
essential in planning of project activities and reviewing implementation progress. So far the
participation in these meetings has been satisfactory. Participants share experiences in implementation
of activities and also present reports of what they have been able to undertake. Also during these
meetings, the CHV restock their aqua tabs and other IEC materials in need. The following are the no. of
meetings carried out during the reporting period.

The meetings are few due to the participation of WASH officers in the monthly review meetings which
involves the WASH focal persons, Community strategists and the Community Health Assistants.
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18.0 Key Outcomes and Impacts

18.1 Replication of handwashing equipment at various ECD/Day care centres
The ECD/Day care centres appreciated the effective use of the handwashing equipment
provided by the project to enhance handwashing and hence decided to procure their own
as an indicator of appreciation and the impact it has provided to enhance personal
hygiene at the ECD Centres. Also the high population at the ECD/Day care centre cannot
be served by few handwashing equipment hence the need for more. The replication has
also been a reflection of increased hygiene and sanitation promotion by the community
health volunteers. The following had improved hygiene and also procured additional hand
washing equipment

i.  Charisma ECD Centre- provided additional hand washing equipment& sanitation
improvement
ii. Calvary Covenant ECD Centre - (provided additional hand washing equipment&
sanitation improvement
iii. Ngotas Upendo ECD in Mabatini ward has been able to replicate 2no. hand
washing equipment to improve effective hand washing among the school children
iv. Joram Educational Centre also added 1no. additional hand washing equipment
to improve hand washing for ECD children
V. Maiji Mazuri ECD bought additional hand washing equipment to facilitate
effective hand washing
vi. SHOFCO ECD Centre — have bought 2no. additional hand washing equipment
vii. New Mathare ECD has bought 2no. additional hand washing equipment
viii. St. Stephen ECD Centre in Embakasi Subcounty

18.2 Demand for safe water and aqua tabs
During the implementation of the project aqua tabs distribution was initially focused to the
triggered villages to increase the impact of project intervention in the triggered villages
and target vulnerable households. The demand for aqua tabs increased rapidly due to
hygiene and sanitation promotion by the community health volunteers and the need of
households to access safe water as measure of reducing the spread of diarrhoeal
diseases. The demand for aqua tabs has risen in all the three sub counties and the
community are now willing to adapt the use of water guard as alternative to aqua tabs
as long as the access safe water.

18.3 Improvement of sanitation facilities at the various ECD/Day care centres
At the inception of the project most of the ECD/Day care centres were sharing latrines
with tenants. After the project intervention the ECD/Day care centre realized the need to
improve sanitation facilities. Therefore, some decided to construct their own sanitation
facilities while other Fresh life to offer the facility to enhance sanitation. Sanitation has
improved in all the target ECD/Day care centres that the project has intervened due to
increased hygiene and sanitation promotion. i.e. Nissi educational centre constructed 3no.
latrines and Siloam Education centre rehabilitated their 2no. pit latrines to ensure
improved sanitation access and effective use. The following ECDs were identified to have
improved their hygiene and sanitation situation including having clean latrines

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X. Some ECD/Day care centres have partnered with fresh life for provision of
sanitation facilities in their respective centres i.e. Vasels Academy, Patmos , Hope
Compassion and Mabawa have 2no. Latrines each while LEA Education Centre
and Centre of Transformation have 1no. Latrine each.

18.4 Improvement of sanitation in various villages

The implementation of urban Community total sanitation in the project has had an impact

in improvement of sanitation. The impact has been realized in villages covered during the

community led total sanitation process i.e. in Starehe subcounty-Landlord have paying up
to Kshs. 5,000 to have the sewer lines connected to the main lines. Mathare 4B village —
Over 40 latrines have been constructed to improve sanitation access More latrines have
been constructed in Embakasi and Makdara sub county in targeted villages. Currently the
subcounty health team in Embakasi sub county is working with Nairobi Water company to
upgrade some of the sewerage lines in some of the targeted villages. The following have
shown remarkable improvements i.e. Paradise village in Viwandani —for sanitation
improvements,

18.5 Formation of WASH champions and improvements of Personal hygiene
among children at the ECD/Day care centres
Some of the ECD/Day care centres have formed WASH champions to promote effective
hand washing in their respective ECD/Day care and also in the community i.e. Bhakita
primary school formed the handwashing champion club to enhance effective handwashing
among children and St.Teresa ECD carried out rehearsals for effective handwashing for
nearby Wape Wape village, Damascus ECD school have drawn their own IEC messages
based on hygiene and sanitation promotion.
“Some visitors visited the school and were impressed by the good behavior change among
the children hence decided to buy toothpaste and brush for all the children to promote
personal hygiene”.

18.6 Improved Environmental Sanitation due to sustainable clean up exercise
Clean up exercise in some of the targeted villages have improved environmental
cleanliness with youths engaging in periodic clean up exercises on their own. The project
worked with youth groups to improve cleanliness in Matthare 3C and Thayu villages and
the process has been on-going due to their commitment to improve their environment. The
rationale to involve the youths was meant to develop capacity and sustainable garbage
collection, create awareness on clean environment and empower youth in garbage
collection & disposal, encourage community participation in garbage collection and scale
up cleanliness through clean up exercise. The two youth groups Shantit city and big
brothers have been consistent in assisting the communities undertake clean up exercise on
their own hence improving environment cleanliness.
